TextEdit is the default text editor on Mac computers and Notepad is the
default text editor on Windows computers. If you are using TextEdit on your
Mac computer for writing HTML code, TextEdit will default to saving files as
1rtf (Rich Text Format), and .rtf files will not open in a browser.
